While they are enjoying pizza they can watch a video we made of the evening 
event and of them working on their projects in the media center

Weekly

Choose 1 book from the K-3 Bibliography & the 4th & 5th Bibliography each week. 

On a bulletin board in the library, post a trivia question about the book.

Students put their answers in a designated place in the media center to be drawn on Fri afternoon.

Select a winner from each grade level to receive a goodie bag.
(Teachers could read the book aloud in their classes so that everyone has the chance to answer the trivia question without having to have too many copies of the books.)

Because we appreciate the teachers who have collaborated in this event, we want to give them a prize. At the beginning of the month we will send a helium-filled balloon to each teacher. It has a piece of paper inside it and they will be instructed to keep it all month. On the last day of the month, pop the balloon. The paper tells them what they have won:
